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A remaining trace of Koei-kan,
the place where Senji YAMAMOTO met his last stand.
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Amidst the rising Japanese militarism, he was the only parliamentarian who
made a protest against the Maintenance of the Public Order Act. In the night
of March 5, 1929, he was assassinated by the rightists at the Koei-kan inn
where he stationed. He was 39 years old.
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
